Song

2 fingers in V shape, move
in circles up from side of
mouth.

Sing

Both 2-finger-point hands
move up from mouth in
circles.

Sign

Both hands facing inwards &
in open shape, move in
alternate forward circles.

Listen

Open hand moves towards
ear as fingers & thumb
close.

Watch me / pay attention
Both hands, V fingers &
palms facing away from you,
held at side of face. Twist
round emphatically to
indicate self.

Good (also Hello, Great)
One or both hands, ‘thumbs
up’, make small move
forwards.

R index touches chest.

You
Index points outwards
towards person/s.

Welus
Index moves in arc from R
chest to L chest.

My, Mine
Closed hand taps onto chest
X2.

Your, her, his, its

Closed hand, palm facing
forward, makes short
movement forward towards
the person, + eye gaze.

Our, ours
Closed hand moves in arc
from R chest to L chest.

Turn

Closed hand, thumb out &
palm down, turns over
through 180°.

Wait

Both bent hands, palms
facing down, make short
movement downwards.

Everyone
Index finger points around.

Now
Hands palm up make small
movement downward Xx2.

Again

2 fingers in V shape, held
near R shoulder, swing
forward x2.

Right / correct
R ‘thumbs up’ hand,
contacts L palm.

Word

Thumb & finger as for ‘C’,
hold pointing away from you.
Don’'t move hand.

Music

Both hands, palms away
from you, in ‘O’ finger
spelling shape, swing in &
out.

Wrong (asin "l did it wrong"!!)
Little finger extended, tap
down on L (palm upward)
flat hand x2.

Show / demonstrate

Both hands, palms towards
you, touch below eyes; then
move down, forwards &
apart to ‘show’ flat hands,
palm upwards.

Try

Both hands indexes pointing
away from you. R index
brushes outward against L
index.

Sorry
Closed hand on chest
makes small circles.
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
